How to Use PMOG
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What on earth is PMOG?  It’s Passive Multiplayer Online Gaming.  It’s a way of teaching in a game format that is fun and requires no technical knowledge.   
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Creating an Account

· You must use Firefox as your browser
· You will need to install the toolbar from www.pmog.com. 

· Click where it says Play the Game to create your account.

Using PMOG

· PMOG is a social networking game without the effort.  While there are many character types, the player gains datapoints “passively” by going about their day to day business, browsing websites.  Players spend the datapoints they earn creating missions for others to play, setting traps for other players, giving presents to other players, and foiling other players’ traps.

· Practice playing with PMOG.  Socialize in the Forum.  There is a thread entitled: PMOG Librarians which lets you socialize with other librarians using PMOG.

· If you have any questions or want to chat, my username is bozette.  You can always click on Players at the top of the screen and search for my name to chat.

Creating Your Own Missions

Creating your own missions may seem scary, but it’s very easy and surprisingly fun.  There are several ways to start:

· Go to http://pmog.com/missions or click on Missions at the top of any page in PMOG and click Generate Mission.

· Give your mission a name and description.  Keep in mind that the name of your mission is going to be the main thing that determines whether or not anyone else will take this mission.

· Organize Your Mission.  Type in the URLs of the web pages you want to show.  Type a description for each link.  Drag and drop links to rearrange them. 

· Test Your Mission.  Once you click this button, you will see basically the same thing that another player will see.  Edit your mission if necessary.

· Publish Your Mission.  That’s it.  Once you are happy with it  share it with the world!

Making a Good Mission 

Keep your points short and simple.  This type of game is not conducive to a long lecture.  If you have many points, make multiple missions and thread them together with portals.  This allows the user to learn in short or long segments as s/he chooses.
Remember, if you are teaching something specific to your library, many of these users are not going to be your library users.  Be clear that your mission is a library instruction program, and consider making it useful to a broader audience.
Be engaging.  This is a game!  Don’t just have a list of web pages, but really narrate.  Dazzle us with your wit and charm!  Give presents or set traps on the way; keep it entertaining.
